To all coaches:

All coaches must register and submit proof of Kukkiwon Dan Certificate. If your certificate does not have
a photograph, you will be required to produce a photo I.D. at admission on the day of the tournament.
Since we have most black belt documentation on file, feel free to check with the Secretary-General via e-
mail to make sure your documents are on file for it is not necessary to keep sending it in. All coaches must
be pre-registered. If not, there will be a $10.00 fee upon entry. Coaches must be a current (2007) OTA
Black Belt Member in good standing. All coaches must be Canadian Citizens or have Landed Immigrant
status. No shorts and sandals will be permitted for all coaches. There will be an approximate ratio of one
coach per four participants.

To all competitors:

It is the responsibility of all competitors to e-mail the secretary-general to check and make sure that this
application and fee has been received. It is also the responsibility of all competitors to fill out the
registration form accurately, submit all documentation and have all the appropriate signatures. Please note
that if you have submitted a copy of your Kukkiwon certificate and proof of age, you no longer are required
to do so, for it is now on file.
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COMPETITOR ELIGIBILITY

1. Applicant must be a Canadian citizen residing in the Province of Ontario for a minimum of 6
months. A copy of the applicants Canadian Birth Certificate / Citizenship / Passport must be submitted
with the registration, if not already on file.

2. Applicant must be a Kukkiwon Poom/Dan Certificate holder. If the Kukkiwon application is
applied through WTF Taekwondo Canada before the registration deadline, it will be accepted. If the
Kukkiwon proof of the application from WTF Canada must be presented at the time of registration.

3. Applicant must be a current (2007) OTA Black Belt Member in good standing.

WEIGH - IN

Multiple attempts are allowed for each competitor, within the scheduled weigh-in time, to be conducted on
Saturday, February 23, 2008. Weigh in will be conducted by OTA designated officials.

During the official weigh-in, there are absolutely no change of weight category. If the competitor does not
make weight category, the competitor will be disqualified and the competitor will not be allowed to
compete.

Eliminations: 2 rounds, 2 minutes each round, 45 seconds break between rounds.
Finals: 3 rounds, 2 minutes each round, 45 seconds break between rounds.

Each representing club will have coach passes available at admission.

Ontario Taekwondo Association (OTA) Referee Chairperson will appoint
referees for all qualifying tournaments.

WTF approved equipment only. All competitors MUST provide their own
protective equipment: head gear, NEW chest protector, arm & shin guards, groin
cup and mouth guard (clear or opaque colour). Division “B” must wear the
instep protection.

All competitors must pass the inspection desk before their match. Inspection
sheets will be used to confirm proper inspection.

OTA medical support team will be on site to treat injuries and provide taping
service ($5 per taping).

A written report of the protested match must be prepared by the coach and
submitted to the Arbitration Board within 10 minutes of the end of the match,
with protest fee of $200.00 in cash or money order.

TOURNAMENT RULES

Format of Competition:

The purpose of this new format of competition is to encourage games participation for Ontario Junior
Athletes to compete regular provincial competitions.

Poomsae:

Competitor will be required to do two poomsae. The first will be chosen from Taeguk 4, up to the pattern
below their current belt level. This will be decided by the tournament committee and announced at the
same time the sparring trees are announced. The second poomsae will be the current belt level poomsae.

Sparring Point System will be applied to all games for Team A.

Participants (Team A, B and C) that would like to compete at the 2008 Canadian Junior
National Taekwondo Championship to be held April 5 -6, 2008 in Calgary, Alberta,
must participate in one of two games.

The top four Sparring Team A Ontario ranked players at completion of Game 2 will be
supported for Ontario Junior Black Belt Team.

The registration fee and the OTA membership fee must be paid in full by the deadline as
stated and payable to “OTA”.

A late fee will apply, if registration is received after the specified deadline date and must
be paid in full prior to Official Weigh In, including late entries.

There will be a $20.00 service charge to any NSF cheques
